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	Procedure for Applying for 
Grants to Individuals
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Roald Dahl’s Marvellous Children’s Charity’s Grants to Individuals are there to help children (up to the 18th birthday *) who meet the criteria set out below.  It is the Charity’s aim to provide financial assistance to help families cope with financial difficulties when faced with caring for a sick child.

*Some discretion can be applied in relation to the age group 18-25 in exceptional circumstances, provided the medical and financial criteria are also met.
Social Services, health visitors, healthcare professionals or grants coordinators within an organisation, on behalf of their clients must apply.  An application form completed totally or in part by the client or their family will not be accepted.

The Charity will expect the Referring Officer (RO) to ensure that clients are in receipt of all Statutory Benefits they are entitled to before applying.  It is a condition of the Charity’s grant making procedure that the RO must be responsible for ensuring that all criteria are met.  It is important that the RO is satisfied that their client is in receipt of the benefits needed to qualify for a grant, has had sight of paperwork relating to benefits and will ensure that the grant is used for the purpose intended.  
The RO must be willing to see the application through to completion and be prepared to supply and confirm other information required for the grant to be processed.  

To qualify families must be in receipt of one of the following benefits: Income Support, Working Tax Credit and/or Housing benefit.  Alternatively, families who do not qualify for these benefits but whose total household income is not more than £22,000 per annum will be considered.  
The Charity’s maximum grant per family is up to £500, this amount is discretionary and not automatic.  
Type of requests we have helped in the past:

· subsistence expenses when a child is admitted to hospital away from the home town;
· travel expenses to and from hospital, specialist furniture, car seats, walkers, bicycles;
· appliances; i.e. washing machines, refrigerators, freezers, heaters, cookers;
· beds, cots, bedding, clothing, educational toys, pushchairs, payment of utility bills i.e. telephone, gas, water and electricity, specialist equipment i.e. epilepsy alarms, sensory toys, Medic Alert bracelets and necklaces;
· Holidays are not funded unless exceptional circumstances exist.  
We do not fund: 


· Funeral expenses (unless the child dies whilst the application is being processed);
· Debts apart from utility bills;
· Trips outside the UK for medical treatment or holiday;
· Computer equipment;
· Educational fees.
Payments:  We do not make cheques payable to the client or the RO.  Acceptable payees:

Supplier/utility company, social work dept or NHS Trust account, local authority account or registered charity account.  NB The RO must be able to access the money on behalf of their client when using the above payees.
Cheques: The RO must ensure that the grant cheque is presented within three months of the date of issue.  Failure to do so will result in the grant being withdrawn.  If an unforeseen problem arises due to an incorrect payee, the RO must return the cheque immediately for reissue.
If the cheque has been made payable to your department account it is required that you access the money as soon as possible and it is used for the purposes specified in the application within three months.
